and mortar fire from a well entrenched enemy force. As the company fough
its way forward, the extremely heavy enemy fire caused numerous friendly
casualties. Sensing the need for early treatment of the wounded, Sgt. Sing
quickly moved from his relatively safe position in the rear of the foremost

to move the injured men out of the danger area. Noting that a large part of
enemy fire was coming from a hedgerow, he seized a machinegun and assaulted the key enemy location, deli
devastating fire as he advanced. He forced his way through the hedgerow directly into the enemy strong point.
though he was mortally wounded, his fearless attack killed 8 of the enemy and drove the remainder from the h
row. Sgt. Singleton's bold actions completely disorganized the enemy defense and saved the lives of many of
rades. His daring initiative selfless devotion to duty and indomitable fighting spirit reflected great credit upon hi
and the Marine Corps, and his performance upheld the highest traditions of the U.S. Naval Service.

Department has admitted he falsely claimed a heroic record in the Vietna
as a U.S. Army paratrooper and artilleryman.

Sixty-four-yearold William Devereaux of Laurel Springs did not just tell lies.
also broke the law because he said his military service left him totally and
permanently disabled and was qualified for a property tax exemption.

As part of his guilty plea to theft charges Monday, Devereaux agreed to serve 30 days of house arrest, five years
and to reimburse Laurel Springs more than $54,000 in unpaid taxes.

LEWISTON, Maine 8 A Mechanic Falls native who was awarded the
Medal of Honor for leading a bayonet charge against an enemy position
during the Korean War has died.

Lewis Millett was 88. He died Saturday in Loma Linda, Calif.

Millett's younger sister, Alice Pepin, tells the Lewiston Sun Journal her
brother felt strongly about defending his country.

Millett received the Medal of Honor in 1951 from President Harry Truman.
Millett joined the Army in 1940 and fought in World War 11.

After the war he returned to Maine and attended Bates College before
being sent to Korea. He later served in Vietnam.

He retired from the Army in 1973 as a colonel.
